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Government assures funding for legal aid 
It was a summer of great uncertainty 
regarding the provincial government's 
commitment to fund the Legal Aid 
Plan. The uncertainty was com­
pounded by mounting speculation that 
the government would make further 
cuts to the Plan as outlined in the Com­
mon Sense Revolution. Since June, the 
Legal Aid Committee of the Law So­
ciety has been working to get assur­
ances that the government would hon­
our the four year funding arrangement 
established a year ago. 

When the Attorney General stated 
he was uncertain whether lawyers 
would be paid for past services, a rip­
ple of confusion was felt through the 
justice system as lawyers began refus­
ing to represent lega11y aided clients. 

On September 13, the government 
clarified its position and stated it would 
honour the four year funding arrange­
ment and it would not further reduce 
the Plan's budget from levels in the 
Memorandum of Understanding 
(MOU). 

On September 28, the Attorney 
General responded to the Treasurer of 
the Law Society's request for further 
clarification by setting out the govern­
ment's commitment to honour fund­
ing obligations detailed in the MOU, 
along with its commitment to pay law­
yers for past and continuing services. 
This represents a significant step for­
ward from the government's earlier 
refusal to provide funding according 
to the MOU, and dispels the threat of 
deeper funding cuts as set out in the 

Common Sense Revolution. 
In his last letter to the Treasurer, 

the Attorney General stated, "The gov­
ernment will honour its statutory and 
other legal obligations to the Law So­
ciety of Upper Canada. It will honour 
the Memorandum of Understanding. I 
acknowledge that the certificate pro­
gram has always been and continues 
to be managed on a cash flow basis 
and the MOU was not intended to pro­
vide funds to pay for all past work per­
formed or certificates issued at any 
given moment in time." 

With this reaffirmation of the gov­
ernment's obligation, the Law Society 

will continue to administer the Plan 
and, subject to the overriding control 
and funding from the government, take 
all reasonable steps to meet the Law 
Society's obligation to administer the 
Plan under the Act. 

The Attorney General also an­
nounced that Stanley M. Beck would 
chair an advisory committee to review 
the certificate program's cost and pay­
ments processes. The Law Society 
looks forward to working with Mr. 
Beck who will assist the Plan in mak­
ing the transition from an open-ended 
funding arrangement to a capped fund­
ing model. 

An outline of the task ahead ... 
Now that the risk of the government's 
refusal to pay for outstanding accounts 
and the possibility of cuts to the fund­
ing provided by the MOU have been 
avoided, the Law Society continues to 
discuss with the government ways to 
ensure that payments by the Plan are 
made in a reasonable timeframe. The 
Society has also retained counsel and 
is currently developing its position to 
respond to litigation brought in a class 
action suit against the government and 
the Law Society. 

Living To the MOU 
As we address ways to alleviate cur­
rent cashflow problems, the Law So­
ciety realizes the long-term stability of 
the Plan rests with our ability to man­
age within the reduced and fixed fund-

ing levels provided by the MOU. It is 
clear that managing the Plan to the 
MOU budget is essential to preserv­
ing the funding commitments of the 
MOU for the remaining three years. 

To achieve this, it is critical that 
we continue to work toward imple­
menting cost savings measures that 
eliminate the likelihood of facing simi­
lar shortfalls in the next three years. 
This process is a continuation of the 
exercise initiated last spring by the 
Legal Aid Committee of the Law So­
ciety to give the Plan greater financial 
predictability. 

Consultations with the Profession 
The Consultation process this summer 
was a valuable exercise, providing in-

continues ... 
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formation which assisted decision­
making by the Legal Aid Committee 
and Convocation. While it was clear 
that our task would not be a simple one, 
the overwhelming majority of lawyers 
recognized the need to cut costs, often 
pointing to inefficiencies in the current 
system. Many suggestions are being 
incorporated into measures currently 
under development for review by the 
Legal Aid Committee. 

The consultations consisted of 47 
meetings held throughout the province 
from July 31 to August 16. A total of 
1, 127 surveys were completed by law­
yers. In addition, lawyers were asked 
to give their input on proposed meas­
ures by writing to the Law Society or 
calling a hotline number established to 
deal with legal aid comments. Over 
130 letters were received during the 
consultation period, and 63 messages 
were recorded on the hotline. Letters 
and suggestions are still being received 
by the Law Society. 

Using the advice and input re­
ceived during consultations this sum­
mer, the Legal Aid Committee is pre­
paring a Phase II Workplan which will 
bring more options to Convocation as 
requested at the Special Convocation 
on Legal Aid in August. 

The Legal Aid Committee will 
consider a draft workplan at its meet­
ing on October 11, and circulate cop­
ies for comments from representative 
organizations. Given the urgency for 
implementing further measures later 
this year, interested indi victuals are 
asked to contact Maria Bredin at the 
Legal Aid Plan at (416) 979-2352 ext.

The Plan will place accounts bill­
ing for disbursements only into the 
faster payment stream. For exam­
ple, for large disbursements, solici­
tors may bill the Plan enclosing a 
copy of an invoice for which they 
have incurred liability. 

deal with the issues surrounding the 
Legal Aid Plan. The profession will 
be advised of the date once plans are 
finalized. 

Managing on a Fixed and 
Reduced Budget 
The challenge ofliving within the fixed 
funding levels of the MOU is signifi­
cant. To appreciate the task ahead, 
consider the amount by which the Plan 
must reduce its expenditures for cer­
tificates during the MOU: 

Actual expenditures for certificates in 
1994/95 = $263.4 million 

Net cost for certificates budgeted in the 
MOU for 1995/96= $193.5 million 

Net cost for certificates budgeted in the 
MOU for 1996/97= $183.3 million 

Net cost for certificates budgeted in the 
MOU for 1997/98= $170.7 million 

Net cost for certificates budgeted in the 
MOU for 1998/99= $158.9 million 

These figures represent a substan­
tial reduction in services provided by 
the Plan. 

The reductions are driven by the 
funding levels from the provincial gov­
ernment outlined in the MOU. Gov­
ernment contributions have been re­
duced from $195 million received in 
1994/95, to $188 million allocated this 
year, with further reductions for the 
following three years, leaving govern­
ment contributions at $167 million. 

The need for further 

cost-saving measures 
To meet our challenge and manage 
through the transition of the Plan from 
an open-ended funding arrangement to 
fixed and reducing levels, Convocation 
approved in August a number of meas­
ures listed below which will result in 
$40 million in annual savings for the 
Plan. 

While demand for certificates de­
creased last year, and continues to de­
cline this fiscal year, an increase in the 
number of accounts received this year, 
along with an increase in the average 
cost per account, has driven up costs 

for this year beyond projections. This 
has caused an inevitable increase in the 
time period for payment of accounts, 
given the fixed funding levels provided 
by the government. 

Delays in the Payment Period 
for Lawyers 
The increase in the time period for pay­
ment experienced by lawyers submit­
ting bills to the Plan is the direct result 
of the amount of money that is flowed 
to the Plan. The government is cur­
rently paying our annual budget in 
monthly instalments. In the last few 
months, these instalments have failed 
to match the level of accounts received 
by the Plan. 

While difficulties for lawyers 
caused by these delays is clear to both 
the Plan and the Law Society, the ne­
cessity for delays was imposed on the 
Plan by the funding limits of the MOU, 
the change to monthly instalments by 
the government, and an increase in the 
average cost and number of accounts 
submitted by lawyers. The Law Soci­
ety continues to work with the govern­
ment to find other ways to provide 
funds to the Plan that would allow for 
the payment of accounts in a reason­
able time. 

To return to the shorter usual time 
period for payment will require further 
cost savings measures which will pro­
vide savings over the term of the MOU. 
Given that our current costs have been 
driven by a change in billing patterns 
by lawyers that has only been appar­
ent since the start of this fiscal year, 
the Law Society requires some flexibil­
ity over the coming months to respond 
expeditiously to the need for savings 
and changing trends in billing patterns 
in the future. 

Future cuts to services 
While we recognize that consultations 
this summer were initiatited primarily 
to address the short term cashflow is­
sues, many ideas for systemic changes 
to the Plan came forward. It is essen­
tial that work continue immediately 
and urgently on these longer term fun­
damental changes to the Plan, to allow 
budget targets to be met at future years. 



be achieved. At this basic level, methods must 
be developed and implemented to en­
sure that the financial projections on 
which the Plan's budgets are based can 

There are no quick or painless so­
lutions to the problem of cost overruns. 
Immediate action is required by the 

Plan and by lawyers providing legal aid 
services in order to reduce costs and 
achieve financial predictability over 
the full term of the MOU. 

Summary of cost-saving measures approved in August 
On August 29, a special Convocation on Legal Aid was held to expedite the approval of measures that would begin to 
reduce costs for the Plan. 

A number of issues were returned to the Legal Aid Committee for further review and more options for cost 
savings were to be developed. The Committee intends to return to Convocation in October with a workplan address­
ing Phase II of measures to save costs and ensure financial predictability. 

Below is a summary of the measures approved in August, along with the implementation date for each measure.
